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in cadrul programului ERASMUS+1, Actiunea Cheie 1 - Educatia Scolard (SCH), Contract
numarul-2021-1-R0O01-KA121-SCH-000005910/Flux 2 in perioada 28.01.2022-07.02.2022
a avut loc cursul Classroom with a Door to the World, in Guadeloupe, cu cinci
participanti din cadrul CCD ”Csutak Vilmos” Covasna. Cursul ofera model pentru
sprijinirea si crearea unor cai de invatare flexibile, in conformitate cu nevoile si
obiectivele cursantilor, punand accent pe internationalizarea in educatie. Profesorii
adesea intampina dilema echilibrului dintre internationalism si identitate nationala.
Acest curs demonstreaza ca internationalizarea curriculumului imbunatateste
semnificativ identitatea nationald. Invitand despre valorile culturale proprii si ale
altora, elevii ajung la o intelegere sporita a propriei identitati nationale, dezvoltand in
acelasi timp simtul tolerantei Si acceptarii. Metodele de
predare-invatare care pun accent pe experientele din viata reala se pot valorifica in
prevenirea si diminuarea abandonului scolar timpuriu. Pe parcursul cursului
participantii au posibilitatea de a imbogati cunostintele de pregatire, implementare,
monitorizare si evaluare a proiectelor internationale precum si de a dezvolta
competentele lingvistice. eTwinning-ul este o componenta importanta a cursului in care
participantii isi impartasesc ideile de invatare pentru activitati.

Az ERASMUS+ program keretén beliil 2022.01.28. - 2022.02.07. periddusban zajlott a
Classroom with a Door to the World képzésprogram Guadeloupe-n.
A Csutak Vilmos Pedagogusok Haza részérdl 6t személy vett részt. A kurzus modellt allit
a rugalmas tanulasi modszerek hasznalatara az oktatasban, osszhangban van a képzésen
résztvevok igényeivel és céljaival, hangsulyt fektet az oktatas nemzetkoziesitésére is.
A tanarok gyakran szembesiilnek azzal a kérdéssel, hogy hogyan teremtsenek egyensulyt
a globalis értékek, a nemzetkoziesités és a nemzeti identitas kozott. Ez a kurzus
bizonyitja, hogy a tanterv nemzetkozivé tétele jelentdsen javitja a nemzeti
identitastudatot. KultUrajuk és mas kulturak egyedi vonasainak megismerésével a
tanulok jobban megértik sajat nemzeti identitasukat, mikozben kialakul benniik a
tolerancia, az elfogadas érzése.

A tovabbképzés soran olyan tapasztalaton alapulo
tanitasi-tanulasi modszerekkel is megismerkedhettek a résztvevok, amelyek
segitségével megeldzhetd, csokkentheté a korai iskolaelhagyas. A résztvevoknek
lehet6ségiik volt az idegen nyelvi kompetenciak fejlesztésére, valamint a nemzetkozi



projektek elokészitésével, végrehajtasaval, nyomon kovetésével és értékelésével
kapcsolatos ismereteik gyarapitasara. Az eTwinning fontos eleme a kurzusnak, melynek
segitségével a résztvevok megoszthatjak egymassal a tovabbképzés tapasztalatait.

The second Flux of the Erasmus+ project of the” Csutak Vilmos “Teacher Training House
took place in Guadeloupe, France between 28t™. January - 07t". February 2022. Five
teacher trainers from Covasna county participated in the course entitled A Classroom
with a Door to the World, a training course whose objectives and topics coincide with
the main objectives of our Accreditation project like:

- to improve management and teaching competences,

- to explore teaching methods that emphasise real life experiences,

- to analyse European dimension inside the curriculum,

- to improve language competence,

- to build connections with colleagues from other countries;

- to increase knowledge of preparation, implementation, monitoring and follow up of
international projects.

We could find out that schools should be able to cater for such phenomena as
internationalisation of education and support the creation of flexible learning pathways
in line with learners' needs and objectives. However, many teachers come across the
dilemma of creating a balance between internationalism and national identity,
especially in single nation countries.

This course has demonstrated that internationalisation of curriculum
significantly enhances national identity. By learning about unique features of their own
and other cultures pupils come to increased understanding of their own national
identity and at the same time they develope a sense of tolerance and acceptance.
During the course participants have analysed internationalisation strategies and have
explored various methods and tools to create internationalisation policy for their
school.eTwinning has been an important component of the course work where
participants could share their daily learning ideas. It also served as a monitoring and
disseminating tool.
